Choir Policies and Information 
Attendance – Attendance to all choir classes and all required performances is a must for membership in choir.  Attendance at the Variety Show, Veteran’s Day, Christmas, and Spring Concerts will count as 50% of each student's grade for that nine weeks. Any missed class or performance may require make up work. Absence from these performances will negatively influence student’s nine weeks grade.  

Not having a ride or having practices of any kind (e.g., league ball, dance, piano, etc.) will not be considered an excused absence from a performance. Performances should take precedence over practices. It is my sincere belief that dedication and sacrifice are needed to have any good organization. If there is a conflict, please notify me immediately and I will work with you as best I can.

Grading policy – Choir student grades will be averaged from the following: Daily Grade – 50% Performance Grades – 50% Any student missing multiple performances can be dismissed from the choir program.

Money – I do not charge admission to concerts. Our choir fee pays for all our music, instruments, folders, accompanist, etc. If any parent has a financial difficulty, please contact the director to see about getting assistance.  Fee waivers apply if the student is on fee waiver for school.  All fees should be placed in an envelope with the student’s name printed on it. Please have fees paid by the end of August 2023. 
Behavior – Choir students must exhibit exceptional behavior to remain in the program. Students with multiple ISS or any OSS infractions may be removed from the choir program at the directors’ discretion. Bullying of any kind will not be tolerated in choir. Students should feel they are in a safe place to be creative. Students who make fun of others will be removed from choir if the behavior continues after a conference. Students with a negative attitude or who exhibit disrespectful behavior will be removed.  

Conferences/Communication – Parental support and open lines of communication are very important to the success of the choir.  If a problem arises, I will contact you or set up a conference. I encourage you to contact me anytime you have a question or concern. Check the choir website for updates.  I will also send emails regularly. Please make sure I have a good email address for you! We use the Remind app. Please make sure you sign up!
Concert Dress – All choir students need to purchase a choir t-shirt to wear with jeans. We will use the same shirt as last year. This is for casual concerts and field trips.

Girls: Need to dress in all black – black dress, blouse and pants, or blouse and skirt with black leggings or hose, and black dress shoes or boots. No tennis shoes or jeans please.

Boys: Need black dress pants, black button-down shirt with collar, black dress shoes or boots. No jeans or tennis shoes please. 

*Hair should be a natural color for concerts. No individual should stand out.
